Performing Arts Camp Scholarships are given out based on financial need and artistic aptitude and will be awarded and distributed on a per case basis until all scholarship funds as well as work study opportunities are depleted. While financial need will not be the sole determining factor, it is the goal of the Committee to award scholarships to those talented students who would not otherwise have the opportunity to attend Camp.

SCHOLARSHIP AMOUNT AND ALLOCATION

Partial Scholarships awards are for a maximum of $100/week. Those awarded scholarships are expected to pay the balance owed to the Live Oak Theatre Company on or before the first day of Camp. All scholarships will be awarded in the form of discounted tuition fees.
